¯nd ~.Sntenance in the community using a multi-disciplinary team approach with 
~ view to maintaining independence for as long as po®sible. 

STAFFING 

The Day Hospital will be staffed by t~o Consulbents who will each contribute 
one session per fortnight - O~. R.£. Logan on a Tuesday morning and 0~, A. 
Loed on a Monday mo~ning. There will be a to~al of ~ive Clinical Assistant 
sessions. 

THE POST 

The Clinicsl Assistant wil!’be requiceO to attend in the mornings and attend 
to the ongoing medical p~oblem=, and o~rry out ver, eseetions as well as specific 
tests llke ECG, sigmoidosoopy, and pleural aspiration. Review and adjustment 
of drug ~egimens, co-cod!nation of teferra!v with other departments, including 
the a~rsnging of admissions will also be ~¢quired, New patients would need to 
be clerked in and a t~eatment plan formulated together with the othe~ ~e~ers 
oF the multi-di~cipllnary team. Communication with General P~eetitioners and 
di=tatlon of discharge summacies will also be required. 

Consultan~ support will be in the ?orm of a ward round (as above) bu~’ia ~l~o 
available at any other time on an in?o~mal Oasis. 

Patients from the acute, rehabilitation o~ long-stay ward� of the Elda~ly 
Services Department may b~ ~eFerre~ Oirect to the Pay Hospital, ~hile 
those from the Community end other departments and wards will initially be 
seen by a Consultan~ or Senior Registrar in Geriatric Medicine.
