1 for one will not go away, not until I know for sure that my Dad died a natural death, that everything was
done to help him and that had he been in any other hospital that the same outcome would have occurred.

I feel that we might have a more powerful voice if we were all to join together in our quest for the truth,
and it is for this reason that I am writing directly to you now. I would like to suggest that before we all
go our separate ways looking for our peace of mind that it might be a good idea for us all to meet
together.
